Take home messages: 

1. Enough evidence existst that Green interventions can help 

step out of vicious circles/downward spirals through targeting 

physical, psychological and/or social health (of fragile elderly) 

2. Public green space is not enough, the use must be encouraged 

3. Let’s embrace complexity and join forces across disciplines to 

apply knowledge of nature-based solutions, without waiting for 

all the mechanisms to be unravelled, for the people (QoL), 

planet (biodiversity), and profit (new business models)
